Fire Cadet programmes Open for Applications from Young People

Northamptonshire Fire and Rescue Service has opened applications for its Fire Cadet
programme, inviting young people across the county to challenge themselves, learn new skills
and become part of a team that makes a real difference in the community.

The Fire Cadets programme offers hawisexperience of what it is like to be a part of a Fire
and Rescue Service.

Through weekly sessions held at fire stations across Northamptonshire, Cadets will develop
practical skills, leadership abilities and personal confidence in a supportive team environment.

Alongside learning practical firefighting skills, Fire Cadets play an active role in the community.
The Cadets have the opportunity to attend local and national events, sharing safety advice and
demonstrating the methods used by firefighters to protect the public.

Young people aged between €37 are invited to apply. Applicants must be able to commit to
attending one session a week during term time, and a minimum of six community events per
year.

No prior experience is needegust enthusiasm, commitment and a willingness to learn

To apply, fill out an application form online. If applicants are successful, they will be invited to
join an assessment centre where they will take part in an interview, team activities and
practical tasks.

North Northamptonshire Council (NNC) is developing a new Play Area Strategy to guide how
NNC manages its play area assets. Please note that some play areas which are not owned by
NNC are not included within the strategy. Your local play area may be managed by your Town or
Parish Council.

opportunity to socialise. Play facilities enable active places for people of all agesiedighed

play spaces enhance the design of streets and open spaces. They work well combined with open,
green spaces and other green infrastructure provisiBhay areas should be easy to find and

access using safe and direct active travel routes. Active travel routes that link to primary schools
may particularly be suitable for including play features.

We have been liaising with Sport England and Northamptonshire Sport about their views, and
we are now seeking feedback from residents and other stakeholders to help shape the strategy
and ensure it responds to local needéu can have your say and share your feedback via the
survey link below.

We will use your feedback to shape the draft Play Area Strategy which will be formally consulted
on at a later date, prior to being put before Executive for adoption.
